The above ad appeared in National Geographic magazine and could easily be Googled bysearching “It’s more fun.”  The recently created official Philippine tourism slogan “It’s more fun in the Philippines” has beencriticized early on, both in Manila and in the U.S. by a columnist of the Reporter for being anexact copy of Switzerland’s slogan.  Lacierda replied to critics and said, “It’s not a copied slogan. It’s more fun in Switzerland is not aslogan in Switzerland. It’s one of the (ads), if you check the work.”
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
